Step2: Connect the USB power cable of WHD-PRO2T-K Transmitter to the USB port of Notebook.

Step3: Use HDMI cable to connect the HDMI OUT of WHD-PRO2T-K receiver to a display device
(HDTV, Projector).

Step4: Connect DC 5V/2A power adaptor to the Power Jack of WHD-PRO2T-K Receiver.
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Step5: Connection completed .When the receiver and transmitter are ready simply press the main
button on the transmitter to mirror your device. Single click for mirror or disconnent.
